CHAIRMAN’s REPORT.

The Chairman thanked Councillors for their continuing hard and conscientious work, which is greatly appreciated by parishioners.  Special thanks were given to the two retiring Parish Councillors, Barrie Lowe and Jonathan Collier for their help over the years. The Chairman thanked the Clerk, and all those who work tirelessly in the community, with particular reference to the Parish Newsletter editors, the website editor, Raymond White, Village Hall, Tony Bawden who keeps the Millenium Garden looking lovely, Christina Smith and Martin Hickman.

2010 has been another busy year.  The highlight of the year will be the re-dedication of High Bray Church Bells on Easter Saturday (23rd April).  This project was adopted with great energy and completed in record time.  The committee formed worked efficiently and enthusiastically from start to finish.

The Play Area is up and running.

The Huxtable plough looks well in the Millenium Garden and this area is enjoyed by everyone.  The Chairman suggests the Dog signs are moved to a more discreet position.

The current project, Charles Village Green, is well underway, having been cleared of undergrowth and hedges cut back.  Hopefully, problems enountered here over the years have been solved. 

Each planning application is considered carefully.

The condition of the A399 continues to cause concern and the Parish Council is in constant contact with the Highways Department.

FINANCIAL STATEMENT, including Precept.

We are reducing the amount held in the Reserve Account over the next 3 years, and the Precept requested for 2011 is £1,000.  We have loaned the Bells Project £5,000; there is £5,000 reserved for future problems; £3,583.57 for maintenance of Play Area; £850 for the cost of possible election fees.  At present, in the Current Account there is £5,172.60 and in the Bells Account £10,351.

GENERAL DISCUSSION – Mr. R. White, Church Warden, thanked the Parish Council for so swiftly completing the Bells Project, with particular thanks to Cllrs. Jeyes and Boddington whose special talents and knowledge enabled the project to progress speedily.  The bells were run for the first time in 20 years last Tuesday.  Everyone is thrilled.
