Rules

1. Any exhibit not conforming to the stated requirements in the schedule may be disqualified.

2. Entry Forms and Fees are to be delivered as directed below.

3. All produce is to have been grown in the exhibitor’s own garden, except for classes 29 to 34 for which flowers may be purchased.  All items of Cookery and Handicraft must be the exhibitor’s own work.

4. Members of the Committee, on receipt of an Entry Form, may from time to time, both before and after the Show, visit any produce exhibitor’s garden or allotment.

5. Items of Handicraft shown in previous years are not to be re-entered.

6. For classes 1-28 exhibitors must garden locally.  Classes 64-77 are open to local children and those attending the village school.  Classes 64, 68, 71 & 76 are also open to non-resident children. 

7. No competitor may have more than 2 entries in each class.

8. All exhibits are to be staged on the show tables from 9.30 to 11.30am on the day of the Show.  Judging is to start at 11.45am.

9. If any exhibit is of insufficient merit, or there are fewer than 3 entries in any class, the judge shall have the discretion to withhold any award.

10. Any protest must be in writing and lodged with a member of the Committee before 4pm on the day of the Show, accompanied by a Protest Fee of £2.00, refundable only if the protest is upheld by the Committee.

11. No exhibit is to be removed before Prize Giving, except with the permission of the Committee.

12. Exhibits must be cleared by 5.30pm.  Any exhibits not cleared by this time will be at the disposal of the Committee.

13. Cash prizes must be collected on the day of the Show.  Any cash prizes not collected will be donated to Gardening Club funds.

14. Cup winners may arrange to have their cups engraved in the existing style if they wish.

15. The Committee shall not be responsible for loss or damage to the property of exhibitors.

16. Cash Prizes in each class will be:  Adult’s Classes - First Prize only £1.  Children’s Classes - First 40p, Second 30p, Third 20p.

Recipe for Boiled Fruit Cake (Class 40):

5oz (150g) margarine, 6 tblsp golden syrup, 8oz (225g) raisins, 8oz currants, 4oz (125g) sultanas, 4oz stoned dates (chopped), 4oz mixed peel, 2 tblsp milk.  8oz plain flour sieved with 1 rounded teaspoon mixed spice, 1 teaspoon nutmeg. Pinch of salt, 2 eggs (beaten), ½ teaspoon bicarbonate of soda.  Place margarine, syrup, fruit, peel and milk in saucepan. Heat slowly until margarine is melted, simmer gently for 5 mins, stir once or twice.  Remove & cool until lukewarm.  Place sieved dry ingredients in mixing bowl, add eggs but do not stir.  Stir bicarb of soda quickly into cooled mixture, add to dry ingredients, mix thoroughly, beating well.  Place in prepared 7” round cake tin and bake in pre-heated oven at 300F (150C) or Gas 2, on middle shelf for 1¾ - 2 hours.  Test before removing, then cool on wire rack.
